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For those members who have been to the hillelimb, you should have
noticed a few changes.

The major one that.should have been easily seen, was the realigned
fence behind the bairpin. f[fter the fire that burnt out the nuts last
vetcber, it was decided to shift the fence line back to the second
catch fence to incresase the run off area between the track and the
fence. Work entailed in doing this, included getting the new fence line
approved by C.MS, and the removal of cne large ironbark tree and several
stumps. The stumps had to be dug around so the chain-saw could cut them
as c¢lose to the ground as pogsible. { It touk a consideratle time to
resharpen the blade after it had bitten the dust a few times!) ¥hat
was then left of the stumps was further chopped awsy with zxes, etc.,
until they were btelow ground level, they were then backfilled.

Tfwenty-six metres of fill was brought in and dumped tehind the
hairpin. This was graded, but was found not to be enocugh, so a further
gix metres of £ill was dug by hand and placed where 1t was needed.

ihe finish road before, and up to the hairpin, was the next
iplace to receive attention. Pour metres of £ill was dug from around the
timing shed and dumped up on the road. Another 6 metires was placed on
the return from after the hairpin. This fill was either watered down
or was zlready damp from hosing that had been carried out in and arcound
the pit area. Several more metres of fill was put on some of the terraces
near the timing shed. If you're woncering how there was su much fill
sround the timing shed, it's silt that has bteen washed down over the .
years, and has raised the level arocund the timing shed by mores than &
inches.

The start sign has also been rebuilt and repainted. un the
evening prior to the Championships, the return road was checked and
raked for any loose stones. lhe pit area znd the roadways were damped
down, the toilets were cleaned and all the rutbish picked up, and the

bins emgtied. Finally, the timing shed was cleaned of all its mud.

This is some of the work that has been done at wt. Cotton uver
the last six months.
